Founded in 1901, to ‘bring great art to the people of the East End
London’,the Whitechapel Gallery occupies a distinctive Arts and Crafts
building designed by Charles Harrison Townsend,and re-opened its
expanded premises in 2009. The building now houses eight galleries,
arestaurant, an auditorium, an archive, library and a dedicated
education and research tower.

The education and research tower boasts a beautiful Creative Studio
overlooking the rooftops of the city, which provides a stunning setting
for daytime and evening events. The former Whitechapel Library, now
Gallery 2, retains its original Victorian exposed brickwork and polished
concrete floor, creating a versatile backdrop for events of all styles.

Whatever you need, the experienced and imaginative Venue Hire team
will be there to assist you in creating your perfect event.
